          Investing in Youth Studentship Terms & Conditions
The RIRDC Investing in Youth Studentships are designed to encourage and support school leavers who have a strong interest in primary industries, to choose an undergraduate degree in Agricultural Science, Agricultural Economics, Natural Resource Management (or equivalent) at an Australian university. 

These Studentships reflect the strong commitment by the program’s sponsors to tertiary education and to the importance of investing in the intellectual and skills capacity of our youth for the long term benefit of primary industries in Australia. The funds to support these studentships have been generously sponsored by the Australian Egg Corporation Ltd, Australian Pork Ltd, Cotton Research and Development Corporation, Grains Research and Development Corporation, Grape and Wine Research and Development Corporation, Horticulture Australia Ltd, Meat and Livestock Australia and the Rural Industries Research and Development Corporation.
Each successful applicant will receive $5,000 (GST exclusive) per annum for a maximum of four years of undergraduate study to help with study and living expenses. 

Each successful applicant will also receive professional support through a structured mentoring and career development program. 

1. Investing in Youth Undergraduate Studentships are tenable for up to 4 years study at an Australian University. 

2. Investing in Youth Undergraduate Studentships do not guarantee students a place at the university of their choice or a place in the degree of their choice.

3. The continued tenure of the Investing in Youth Undergraduate Studentship will be subject to the student being accepted to the following year of the course each year. When RIRDC deems the student’s progress to be unsatisfactory, they shall be asked to submit evidence why the scholarship should not be terminated. 

4. Holders of the Investing in Youth Undergraduate Studentship will be paid a study and living allowance of $5,000 (GST exclusive) per annum.

5. The Australian Taxation Office has previously indicated that scholarship study and living allowances are exempt from income tax when the student is engaged in full-time education at a University for the specific purpose of completing an undergraduate degree. The onus to claim exemption from income tax is on the student, who should make application to the Deputy Commissioner of Taxation in the State, where he or she would normally lodge an income tax return, referring specifically to Section 23 (e) of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1936. 

6. Investing in Youth students  are expected to devote all their time to their relevant degree during the tenure of the scholarship, however leave of absence will be granted in the following circumstances:- 

(a) Recreation Leave:- Students are eligible for four weeks leave in each year they hold an award. 

(b) Suspension:- Where a study break is desired for personal reasons, including employment, the scholarship holder must seek permission in writing for a temporary suspension of the Award.

· The applicant must be an Australian citizen or permanent resident of Australia

· Open to students completing Year 12(including gap year/s students) who are commencing university study for the first time in 2010

· Enrolling in a Bachelor of Agricultural Science, Bachelor of Agricultural Economics, Bachelor of Natural Resource Management (or equivalent degree) at an Australian University in 2010

How Do I Apply? 

1. Complete the application form addressing the selection criteria. 
2. Attach photocopies of Year 12 school reports, HSC results (or equivalent), UAI/ATAR documentation and relevant information

3. Supply the name and contact details of your Principal/Year Coordinator/ Head/Class Teacher who is willing to support you in your application and act as a referee. 

4. Return your application and attachments to RIRDC by Friday 29th January 2010. 

Selection Process:-

· The Investing in Youth Undergraduate Studentships Committee will award the scholarships on the basis of your application and interview. If you are selected for further consideration following application you will be invited to attend a personal interview. 
· Interviews will be held during February 2010.
· The Investing in Youth Undergraduate Studentships Committee will consider academic performance AND personal attributes sought in undergraduate scholars, including a strong commitment to tertiary studies in agricultural science (or equivalent) and to a career in primary industries, along with demonstrated leadership and self motivation qualities. 

· Successful applicants where possible will be aligned to relevant sponsoring organizations. Successful applicants do not have to work for any particular industry or company upon graduation, nor is any industry or company committed to employing a scholar.
